e You will receive vacation days (no charge) equivalent to one week of scheduled service. If you have used up
all of your vacation, you will then pay your regular rate. Your first days missed will be counted as your
vacation even if you have a scheduled vacation in July or August.

o If parents are splitting accounts, vacation days will be split between the two individuals. For example, if your
child comes 5 days a week, each parent will have 2.5 days of vacation to use.
